Pet theft is on the rise in the United
States, especially with the troubled economy. People are looking for ways to make
money, an dogs are being abducted from backyards, cars, sidewalks, anywhere
thieves may find an unattended pet. They are then sold for research, for their
pelts, as bait in dog fighting rings, or used to collect reward money.

Tips for keeping your dog safe

+ Never, ever leave your dog in the yard unsupervised, especially when you are
not home.

+ Don't leave your dog in the car unattended, even if it is locked (this is unsafe
anyway, read the next article).

+ Don't tie your dog outside of a store.

+ Make sure your dog's microchip is registered with your current contact infor-
mation.

+ Don't give out oo much information to strangers who may be admiring your
dog when out on a walk, such as where you live or how much the dog cost.
